Although only half a
metre tall, these shy animals can jump up to four metres
from rock to rock.

Life is very tough for rock wallabies. The places they
live in are tough — dry, rocky and isolated.
They have been driven away from their
natural homes. Feral goats and rabbits
o compete with them for food. They are
Listen to God! constantly threatened by foxes, feral

cats and dogs. They even used to be
Acts 7:54-8:1 killed by people for their soft fur coats!

Life is tough for many who love and follow Jesus too. In the first church, Stephen
and others were killed and many had to leave their homes. Believers in Jesus often
went cold and hungry, were beaten up or put in prison. Even today, life is very
tough for Christians in some parts of the world.
